AHDB has developed Covid-19 secure working protocols for events / external meetings. All attendees are encouraged to read the full protocol here prior to booking. Our AHDB Event Risk Assessment can also be accessed here.

As an attendee please ensure that you:

Before the day:
· Register for the event/meeting in advance. Anyone who turns up on the day without having done so will be politely asked to leave.
· Check your email pre and post event/meeting - all documents will be sent via email or made available online. This includes a delegate letter with catering arrangements.
· AHDB encourages attendees to be vaccinated or take a test before attending. Information on  lateral flow tests for staff and attendees. information can be found at https://www.gov.uk/order-coronavirus-rapid-lateral-flow-tests
On the day:
· Do not attend if you or anyone in your household feel unwell, if you have tested positive for Covid-19 or if you have to self isolate for any reason.
· There is no Government guidance for social distancing but please respect others decisions if they choose to distance themselves from others.
· Face coverings are no longer mandatory according to Government guidance, however AHDB recommend that you wear face coverings in crowded or enclosed spaces particularly if meeting with people you do not normally meet.  Please be respectful of others choices.
· Wash / sanitise your hands on arrival and often throughout the event/meeting.
